Hollywood / Santa
Monica Neighborhood Association became the first donor contributing $2500 in seed money to the
organization.  Some of these funds have been deployed to cover organizational startup
expenditures.

| saw this gas thing coming three years ago and bought a
scooter for commuting to work. It gets 80 miles a gallon,
and | can park it anywhere — on the sidewalk, even.

Our world, which we built on a profligate waste of cheap
energy, is changing. There isn’t as much of it, and what
there is has to be used wisely. Take a look at how many
kilowatt hours you are using and resolve to lower them by
some percentage. Then —

Unplug your appliances and computers when they are not in
use. Appliances still use energy when they are plugged in,
but turned off.

Put a radiant barrier in your attic or more insulation. Your
Air conditioning use will drop like a stone.

Clothes dryers take around 17% of the total use. Get a
drying rack and air dry your clothes on the back porch. We
did it that way for centuries.

If you don’t have a big tree in your yard or on the parkway,
run get one. A big tree not only cleans the air, it does the
same cooling work as 11 air conditioners.

Change all your light bulbs to CFRs.

Raise your thermostat — especially when you aren’t home.

Don't drive it
unless you have to, and when you do drive, slow down.
Driving 60 will give you 30% better mileage.

Get on the waiting list for a scooter. It will have to be a
waiting list; they are selling so fast the dealers can't keep
them in stock.

Recycle everything — particularly ever-lasting plastic.

Sign up with Green Mountain Energy and support their
efforts to use renewable sources like wind.

And finally ---- the greenest thing you can do is hit the “Off”
button.

Yes — it has been decided in our court system
that this eye sore for the last 2% years will be
demolished 60 days from the original hearing
held on June 10 t —if not by the Owner, then
by the City. So, sometime in mid-August,
make way for the bull dozers

Several people in our neighborhood have
called city hall during the last couple of years,
seemingly to no avail. Even though citations
and notices were being issued, it seemed
nothing was being done — and it wasn't.

However, after a recent report by Brad Watson on WF AA Channel 8 news, things began to
roll. At our wits end, (as this house is our view from our living room!), we e-mailed WFAA
hoping for some attention. Lo and behold, Brad Wat son was preparing a story on a house
in Oak CIiff that had been abandoned and neglected for 18 years and added 707 Newell
Avenue to the report! After the story aired, Brad recommended that we stay on City Hall
to keep them going. My husband e-mailed everyone f rom the Mayor to the garbage
collectors! He quickly received a response from an assistant city attorney advising of the
hearing date. Meanwhile, several other neighbors a nd neighborhood association members
were also contacting City Hall with questions and d emands. Our voices were heard! We
just learned that Veletta Lill and her husband, Joh n, attended the hearing and spoke on
behalf of our neighborhood. We appreciate their ef forts and support, as well as that of any
others that may have been able to attend.

Now we are facing code enforcement being one of the items slated
for budget cuts! We are hopeful that the city won’ t cut its’ nose off
to spite its’ face...letting neglected, abandoned pro perties stand in
any neighborhood will ultimately lower the value — and the property
taxes. From what we understand, it is unlikely tha t even if this
proposal is accepted, the house at 707 Newell Avenu e will remain
under judgment to be demolished.

Good News — The dilapidated house is going down! B ad News — the
dilapidated house is going down. From what | under stand, this is
the first total tear-down on Newell Avenue — only the second
throughout Hollywood/Santa Monica. Let’s hope it's the last!

A lot of us live here because we love that these ho mes have history. People lived in these
homes as they watched Dallas grow to be the thrivin g big city that it is now. We fix them
up, make repairs, and update them with modern ameni ties, bringing new life to them
while trying to maintain the integrity of their beg inning. We can’t go back and save what
was once a beautiful home at 707 Newell Avenue but we can be pro-active in what
replaces it. Our voices were heard before and they will be again.



Editor’'s Note on Tear Downs:

Even though 707 Newell will be the first Tudor
teardown in HSMNA — the second in all (despite
many attempts by a number of people to buy the
property before it became derelict to avoid this
result) — the Conservation Ordinance has rules
that permit only a Tudor style home to be built in
its place under virtually the same deed
restrictions when the neighborhood was
established in the 1920’s. Design approval will be
in the hands of Jim Anderson at the Planning
Department. You can be assured HSMNA will
keep an eye on the process.

Let's not forget that 707 Newell is a prime
example of paying a contractor for work before
it's completed and then getting left holding the
bag (in this case, having no roof) without any
recourse. The number one rule when using repair
people — NEVER pay before work is completed

— not even a deposit — and require them to
show proof of insurance — otherwise you might
end up a version of 707 Newell.

Last year a dilapidated house on Cordova was
removed and a new Tudor is being built in its
place. The land sale created a new and
increased Fair Market Value and as a result,
significantly affected many of our proposed land
values on this year's proposed property tax
appraisals. DCAD representatives attribute these
increases to that specific sale of land on
Cordova. Think you somehow avoided that one?
Get ready I'm afraid. Once the land sells at 707
Newell those of us considered in the “Santa
Monica” side of the family will be subject to that
new FMV. Let’s work for no more tear downs!

HOLLYWOOD/SANTA MONICA IS A
CONSERVATION DISTRICT

ANY construction or remodeling of the outside of your
home requires a Conservation District Work Review Form
from the City of Dallas. The Work Review Form is
necessary BEFORE you begin exterior remodeling,
repairing, or improvements to your home. This form is in
addition to any other permits (such as building permits)
required by the city. In a Conservation District, the
guidelines are city law, and violations result in the city
enforcing the Conservation District Ordinance with work
stoppage or fines. You can download a copy on our

GET YOUR CONSERVATION DISTRICT WORK
REVIEW FORM BEFORE YOU BEGIN EXTERIOR
REMODELING, REPAIRING, OR IMPROVEMNETS TO
YOUR HOME. The process to obtain a Conservation
District Work Review Form is surprisingly painless and
can be done by mail. Before you begin work on the
outside of your house, send a detailed description of what
you plan to do with photos of the existing area and
sketches of your proposal to:

Those little sprinkles of refreshment

coming from your Crape Myrtle in the

heat of summer might not be so
refreshing. You can see and feel those beautiful trees
around the neighborhood literally raining, or
‘sweating’...but why?

Well, it's almost too weird to believe. According to
horticulturist Skip Richter, Travis County extension
director with the Texas AgriLife Extension Service,

"Get one of those little umbrellas to put in your iced| Congratulations July Winner: 523 Clermont
tea." The droplets are a normal, natural occurrence

for this time of year, but they're not tree sweat - they're insect urine . Bugs are sucking the sap from your tree
and releasing the extra moisture.

“No need to panic”, says Wizzie Brown, entomologist with the Texas AgriLife Extension Service. “These
insects, typically soft-bodied creatures such as scale insects, aphids, whiteflies or hoppers, do not typically
congregate in large enough numbers to cause major damage to your tree. Natural and synthetic pesticides
are available if you feel your tree is in danger, but be sure to make sure the product is appropriate for trees.”

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Preventing Dog Heat Stroke

Heat stroke is a common life-threatening problem for dogs in Dallas in the summer months. Your
beloved 4 legged dog is not as able to cool themselves as we are. If you are warm outside, then
your dog is HOT. They cool primarily by panting and do not sweat to cool like people do. All of the
brachycephalic breeds (short nosed dogs like pugs and bulldogs) are not as able to cool well by
panting and overheat easily. Breeds with thick coats made for cooler climates also suffer heat
stroke more often since heat is trapped in their thick coats (huskies and akitas).

for keeping your pet cool in the summer:

- Keep them inside during the afternoon  heat
- Offer shade

- Place a children’s swimming pool outside with
water for a quick dip

- Limit activity during the hot times of the day

- Don't rely on your dog to indicate they are getting
too hot while playing

. Offer ice water to drink

- Get a summer haircut for thick coated dogs

Signs of heat stroke include bright red or bluish gums and or tongue, collapse, excessive panting,
and disorientation. Normal body temperature for dogs is less than 102.5F. If your dog is warmer
than 104F, they need immediate medical attention. Wetting the dog with water will help cool them
as you transport them to you veterinarian. Follow the tips above to keep your pets safe this summer
from record setting hot days!

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TOP MISTAKES THAT MAKE HOMEOWNERS PRIME TARGETS
FOR BURGLARS

An excerpt from Bottom Line magazine

Most of us consider our homes our haven, the place we go to feel safe. But every year, over 2 million homes
are violated by burglars. That's a burglary every 15 seconds! Many times, the victims are careful people who
think they’re doing all the right things. But in reality, they’re making crucial mistakes that make them targets.
To get the real scoop on how to protect your home, we asked the best of all sources — a reformed burglar.
This former burglar stole over $70 million worth of jewelry during his career, and spent 11 years in prison for
doing so. Here’s what he has to say about the mistakes people make most often...

Mistake #1: Leaving the burglar alarm off when you're running o ut for a few minutes . Nearly all the
houses we robbed had expensive alarm systems — and more than half the time, the alarms weren't turned on!
Sophisticated burglars watch neighborhoods and learn when residents go to work or run errands, and how
long they are likely to be away. They're ready to move the minute you leave. So do yourself a favor and set
the alarm, even if you're running out for 15 minutes. The best alarms offer multiple layers of protection —
motion sensors, light sensors, etc. You might also want to get a zone alarm system that has room-by-room
controls. We often broke into people’s bedrooms while they were home having dinner. With a zone alarm,
you can leave the bedroom alarm on while you’re spending time in another room.

Mistake #2: Posting detailed alarm signs . When you post a sign that identifies the alarm company, you've
just given the burglar the information he needs to disable the alarm. All the burglar has to do is buy a
diagram of how that particular system is wired. Better: Buy a generic sign from a home-supply store that
simply says “This is a house protected by an alarm system.” As long as it doesn’t give specific information, it
can be a good deterrent.

Mistake #3: Hiding valuables in the bedroom . It's the first place burglars look. We used to spend 15
minutes or less in each house that we robbed. More than half the time was spent in the bedroom, checking
the usual hiding places — the underwear drawer...under the mattress...high closet shelves, etc. Keep money
or jewelry you rarely wear in a safe-deposit box. Hide other valuables in places where burglars don't think to
look — in the garage, for example, or above removable ceiling tiles. Or hide valuables in the freezer or in fake
soup cans made for this purpose. Don't hide all your valuables in one place. A burglar is less likely to get
everything if you put items in different places.

Mistake #4: Getting a big dog . A 100-pound Rottweiler or German Shepherd might look scary, but burglars
know better. Most big breeds, unless they are trained as guard dogs, aren’t barkers. What you want are
“yappers”, small dogs that make a lot of noise. Breeds such as Chihuahuas are better deterrents than large
dogs.

Mistake #5: Hiding windows with landscaping . Tall bushes and shrubs allow burglars to jimmy windows
without being seen. Keep all bushes trimmed to below window level. Also, don’t count on thorny plants to
prevent entry. Professional thieves routinely wear gloves and 2 layers of clothes — and carry cutting tools to
remove any thorny obstacles that may get in their way.

Mistake #6: Leaving the lights on . A light that stays on all the time is no more of a deterrent than a dark
house. In fact, it helps the burglar see better once they are inside. Better: Use timers that turn lights on and
off in different parts of the house at different intervals. Electronics and home-improvement stores sell motion
detectors that turn on lights or appliances if someone enters the house. They cost about $20 each.

Mistake #7: Having newspaper and mail delivery stopped when you go away . You may trust your mail
and newspaper carriers, but the fact is that you don’t know who else is getting the information. We used to
get tips all the time about homeowners going on vacation. So keep your plans quiet. Have a neighbor or
close friend pick up your paper or mail. Ask them to drop by at different times of the day. The more activity
burglars see, the less likely they are to target your house.

Whether we are in town to see it or not our
ENP officers are working the scene! Point in
case, last Memorial Day weekend.

Set-up:
- Lindsley Park triple booked by the City with all 3

parties in attendance to use the property on
Memorial Day.

- Hoards of people and cars present all over the
park (22 vehicles parked on Santa Fe trail alone).

- Rampant drinking taking place with alcohol
hidden in numerous coolers across the park.

- Inebriated partygoers using alleys, bushes, &
yards of neighbors as public restrooms.

ENP Action:
- ENP Officer comes on duty, patrols by the park, and immediately takes action.
- Hands out written citations for parking violations on Lindsley, Tension Memorial, and Santa Monica.

- Calls for DPD helicopter to light up the Santa Fe Trail, and officer back-up (including the Chief himself!) to
help him transport 4 arrests made.

- Several citations written for illegal urination on resident property.

While we are working the specific issues around this event (how the City triple booked the Park, how to apply
more control within the permits, possible solutions for restroom facilities, etc.), we must recognize the
excellent intervention provided by our ENP officers. If you ever doubt where your ENP dues are going, this
is the protection you're paying for. As HSM resident Jay Fenlaw (who observed the Park debacle) states,
“ENP Officer Keith Allen does an outstanding job watching over our neighborhood, including many hours on
evenings, weekends and holidays. | was particularly pleased with the way he handled some difficult
situations regarding intoxicated people at Lindsley Park over Memorial Day weekend."

And how ‘bout July 4th? For those of you who uphold the annual tradition of watching fireworks atop the
Monte Vista bridge, this year was probably quite different! We didn’'t have to worry about racing cars one
after another this year. Cars were moving slowly and cautiously at the sight of ENP officer Keith Allen, who
was there controlling traffic to keep our families safe! Thanks to all of you for showing him our gratitude.

We are fortunate that our ENP officers are on duty for us. We cannot always predict when these events will
occur and at the present time, we only have ENP officers employed 28 hours a week. This is directly based
on the funding we receive from HSM residents. Please know that your support is CRUCIAL and is HELPING
to protect OUR neighborhood.
