Wrock Loft Development at the 
Intersection of Gaston & Grand 
By Peter Doncaster, East Grandian 

Change Chamber Development, the company 
who developed the Buzz Lofts in the Cedars 
district, is interested in purchasing and 
developing the five acre plot on the west side of 
the Grand and Gaston intersection. This is the 
plot with the two story, mostly vacant, shopping 
center built in the 80’s (Subway).  

Change Chamber is proposing a mixed use 
development including housing, office and retail 
on this site. The complex will contain rental 
apartments, professional offices and retail space 
combined to create a live-work environment. Like 
their Buzz project, they are proposing an 
environmentally friendly complex. In order to 
proceed with the project, CCD will need a zoning 
change.  

Though this plot falls in the Gastonwood-
Coronado Hills Neighborhood, they have 
approached each of the area neighborhood  
associations and the adjoining neighbors for feedback.  

The developer is proposing low rise dwellings on the west side closest to the residential area. As the site 
drops off to the East, the height of the buildings will increase which will present a multi story façade along 
Gaston. All of the initial diagrams are within the allowable proximity slope. The consensus of the HSMNA 
Board is that it is desirable to re-develop this plot. HSMNA has coordinated with the Gastonwood-
Coronado Hills and Lakewood Neighborhood Associations to understand each neighborhood’s concerns. 
The next step in the process for Change Chamber is to request a change to the PD (Planned 
Development District Zoning). This is scheduled to go in front of the Planning Commission in October. At 
this time, HSMNA is not opposed to the proposed development and are interested to monitor it as it 
develops. As the project continues, a formal presentation will be given to all interested parties.

 Margery’s Minute

I was in Chile last week, walking on a deserted 
beach in northern Patagonia.  Looking down, I saw 
pieces of plastic dishes, utensils, and bottle caps 
half-buried in the sand – trash from a ship that had 
likely left Miami years ago. 

Our way of life is inconceivable without plastic.  Try 
to imagine a hospital with no plastic bags and 
tubing, a food store with no plastic containers, or a 
children’s store with no plastic action toys.  No 
computers, no cosmetics, no cars, and no CDs.  
The world as we know it would cease to exist.  But 
we have created an environmental nightmare, and 
we have to do something about it. 

Most plastic decomposes very slowly, and much of 
it doesn’t decompose at all, it just breaks up into 
smaller and smaller pieces.  It ends up in the 
ocean, where it sinks to the bottom, carpeting the 
ocean floor.  Eventually the pieces will be small 
enough that they will get into the food chain, 
and we will end up eating the plastic we thought 
we threw out.  

Researchers working in San Diego Bay were 
unable to take a single sample of sea water that 
wasn’t contaminated with plastic .  The great 
Pacific Garbage Patch is a swirling mess of plastic 
waste that clogs the mid-Pacific Ocean.  It is 
currently twice the length of the continental US, and 
may double in size over the next 10 years. Every 
piece of plastic ever manufactured is still with us. 

Recently, however, a village in India decided to 
change its ways and teach the villagers to either 
recycle every bit of plastic that came into the town 
or to avoid it altogether. The children were the key – 
their energy and idealism were channeled into 
ridding the village of plastic waste.  Games and 
slogans were developed;  “Reject Plastic” became 
their motto.  The children taught their friends and 
families, and the village’s recycling efforts became 
a huge success.   The people made money, the 
streets and walks were cleaned, and the children 
were hugely proud of themselves.  Surely, if some

What’s New in Canine Pain Management? 
NSAID LED 
by Jennifer Lavender, DVM 

Osteoarthritis is probably the most common disease 
subjecting dogs to chronic pain.  You and your 
veterinarian are faced with several options for managing 
such pain.  NSAID’s, or Non Steroidal Anti-
inflammatories, are often part of this management plan. 

This class of drugs works to reduce the signs of 
osteoarthritis by decreasing inflammation, swelling, 
stiffness, and joint pain.   

There are, however, side effects associated with this class of medication.  Such adverse affects 
include anorexia, vomiting, or diarrhea.  They can also cause liver or kidney problems. 

The goal is to select drugs that are effective at doses low enough to avoid side effects.  Many 
human NSAID’s, such as aspirin, are effective in dogs.  However, the dosage required to provide 
pain relief with this NSAID will likely also cause adverse effects. 

We are fortunate to have multiple choices of NSAID’s available that are labeled for use in dogs.  The 
medications are effective at doses low enough to reduce the risk of adverse effects.  Examples of 
such NSAID’s include Rimadyl, Etogesic, Deramax, and Metacam. 

None of this is ground breaking news, and anyone whose dog has osteoarthritis likely already knows 
all of this.  What is new, however, about NSAID therapy is a renewed commitment to LED – or 
Lowest Effective Dosing.  

LED is the practice of titrating a dog’s daily dosage down to the lowest dose that will still control his/
her pain.  The benefit of this is to even further reduce the risk of NSAID associated side effects. 

At Metro Paws Animal Hospital, LLC, we try to educate our clients on the risks and benefits of this 
class of medication.  Bloodwork is required throughout NSAID therapy to monitor liver and kidney 
function.  We also counsel our clients on how to find the LED for their pet.  If needed, we can 
change dogs from a pill to a liquid NSAID (Metacam) to make reduction of a dog’s daily dosage to 
LED more convenient.

Lakewood Home Festival 
Celebrates its 32nd Year 
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Far West  dance hall on the northwest side of the Gaston and Garland Road/East Grand 
intersection has been a neighborhood concern for many years . A few years ago an argument, 
which allegedly began at the establishment, escalated into a murder on East Grand . Regularly, 
between the hours of two and three AM, we hear gun fire and the loud engines of vehicles racing 
past our neighborhood. If you ever walk in the park along East Grand, look at the street signs. 
Many of them, especially the stop signs, are riddled with bullet holes . If you're in Lindsley Park, 
take a look at the sign at the end corner of Lindsley and Shadyside, it too is a target. When I hear 
gun shots, and it's not always as late as two am, I often look for a piece of solid wall to stand 
behind then survey my windows to see if any are broken. I have heard stories of neighbors finding 
empty shell casings in the street in front of their homes.  

It is believed that these activities stem from the patrons of the Far West dance hall. In case you 
don't know, Far West is a 70,000 square foot establishment . It has the capacity for thousands of 
people. Simply drive by on a Saturday night and look at the parking lot, it is always overflowing. 
Far West has a reputation for wild and unruly behavior. This establishment sits adjacent to the 
White Rock YMCA, near beautiful White Rock Lake, the new Santa Fe Trail and is surrounded by 
Lakewood residences. Is this the proper location for a gigantic Wild Wes t bar?   

 The Lakewood Neighborhood Association, Gastonwood-Coronado Hills Neighborhood 
Association and HSMNA have been working for numerous administrations to get this issue in front 
of the City Council. In doing so, we have discovered that  Far West has an unprecedented 
permit to operate . Most bars and dance halls in Dallas have Special Use Permits. This zoning 
instrument allows a non-conforming use in an area that does not specifically allow it under the 
zoning guidelines. SUPs are not uncommon. In fact, most bars and dance halls operate under 
SUPs, which typically in Dallas, are from two to fi ve years . This allows the City to review the 
activities of the establishment periodically and determine whether the use is cohesive with the 
neighborhood. The big difference with Far West is that their SUP,  granted in the mid 90's, has 
a term of 99 years . This term blatantly 
conflicts with the spirit and purpose of 
an SUP and it allows the 
establishment to operate with impunity.  

The collective neighborhood 
associations have joined to bring 
this issue to question .  

A public hearing in front of the City 
Planning Commission was held on 
October 16th in the City Council 
Chamber . At the time this publication 
went to print we did not know the 
outcome.

Despite Ike and the court ordered demolition, 
the house at 707 Newell still stands.  

Here’s what we know: 

The City Attorney’s Office filed suit regarding 
the property on May 7, 2008 and a hearing 
was set for June 10, 2008.  At the hearing, the 
Court ordered the property be demolished by 
the owners within 60 days.  Because the 
owners failed to demolish the property 
pursuant to the court order, the City was 
required by law to send the property owner a 
notice of non-compliance with court order, 
which was signed on August 11, 2008.  After 
that, the City submits a request for final 
authorization for the City to demolish, which 
was submitted on September 19, 2008 and 
signed by the Court on September 23, 2008.  

This property was sent to and is in the hands 
of the Public Works department as of October 
1, 2008, slated for demolition.

It’s that time of year again where we say goodbye t o the long days of summer and say hello to football , busy 
school schedules, the State Fair, and hopefully som e cooler weather.   Getting right to the point, the  housing 
market is still sluggish as you well know and not m uch has changed.  But, as I reported last quarter, things 
aren’t as bad as you might think in the East Dallas residential real estate market.  

The local market remains relatively flat - which is n’t all that bad considering what is happening in o ther parts 
of D/FW.  One interesting observation I have made i s that even though homes are sitting on the market 
longer and the transaction volume is down, the pric e per square foot remains relatively unchanged .  
Remember Eco 101? If so, you would recall the law o f supply and demand.  And, I am guessing you would 
question why prices would not adjust in a downward fashion when demand slows.  Well, you are absolutel y 
right in thinking exactly that.  So, why isn’t that  happening?  Good question.   

I believe there are some important fundamental mark et dynamics at work here.  First, I believe our mar ket is 
sustaining prices because of the  modest market app reciation we have experienced over the last few yea rs.  
Basically, our market hasn’t required a significant  adjustment due to over valuation.  Second, I belie ve most 
people aren’t panicking and are confident that the housing sector will turn around.  And, looking at t he sales 
data for this quarter, there were four homes (rough ly 1/3 of sales) that sold significantly higher tha n the 
average price/square foot.  That helps support my t heory that our market is stable and there are buyers 
out there  who are still willing to pay top dollar to buy a ho me in our neighborhood given the current 
market woes.  That tells me buyers are confident th e market will rebound and support the premium price s 
they are paying today.  And that’s very encouraging . 

As for the numbers, we are still experiencing slowe r transaction volume with only 11 solds in the thir d 
quarter of 2008 compared to 18 solds in this same p eriod in 2007.  However, there are currently 6 prop erties 
that are under contract.  Assuming these sales cont racts close in the next week or so, that would prov e that 
transaction volume remains relatively flat.  And, t he price per square foot rose ever so slightly (.56%) in 
the third quarter of 2008 compared to this same period in 2007. 

As you contemplate how many corny dogs you will con sume at the Fair this year, keep these “home matter s” 
top of mind: 

· Fall Color :  Itching to burn off a few calories?  Get out in the garden and plant those pansies and other 
traditional fall annuals.  Keeping the “curb appeal ” is paramount in this type of market.   

· Get your HVAC tuned up : Have you noticed what direction the utility bills  are moving?  If you answered 
“movin’ on up”- you’re right.  Experts are predicti ng prices for natural gas will continue to rise.  S o, expect 
higher utility bills this winter.  Getting your HVA C tuned up can make a big difference in your pocket  
book and can help you as you negotiate repairs with  a prospective buyer.   

· Pinching Pennies?  Has the national financial crisis got you down or p erhaps your retirement account 
down or both??  You can save some money this fall a nd still have a great time by supporting and 
attending your neighborhood social functions.  The Halloween Carnival/Chili Cook Off is sure to be a 
smash hit again.  Don’t miss it!  In fact, our neighborhood/community spirit is a huge selling  point 
and differentiates us from other neighborhoods in E ast Dallas.
