The message that our comfortable world is collapsing and that we’re 
in for hard times is all over TV, radio, and the press.

Choosing the Best Family Pet 
by Dr. Kathryn Junkins Sarpong, Monte Vistian 

Selecting a new pet is an important decision 
since bringing an animal into your home 
means providing shelter, food, care, and love.   
Most cats and dogs have a lifespan of 12-20 
years and it is a large commitment to adopt 
one into your home!   

Many families with small yards, or living in apartments choose cats.  Cats enjoy longer healthier lives 
if kept strictly indoors.  Most cats enjoy having other pets in the household especially if introduced to 
other pets as a kitten.  Cats can befriend dogs, other cats, and even birds.  

Purebred and mixed breed dogs both can make great pets.   Many pure bred dogs are available at 
shelters and in rescue groups.  “Mutts” or breed crosses can often have good aspects of personality 
or appearance without some of the genetic problems that plaque some lines of pure bred dogs.  
There is now a test to see what combination of breeds is in your “mutt’s” family tree. Your 
veterinarian can send out a sample of your favorite dog’s DNA for analysis. Your veterinarian also 
can help you find a new pet from a rescue group or from a reputable breeder. 

If using a breeder for your new puppy, beware of those advertising on an internet search engine or 
in the classifieds.  Get a personal recommendation, and try to visit the home where the puppies 
have been raised.  Ask to see the parents and littermates.   Many  of  the  severely  ill  puppies I see

The Arbor Day event held on Saturday, November 8,  included 
the opportunity for HSMNA residents to buy commercial quality 
trees that will contribute to the area's tree canopy and offset 
some of that carbon footprint. The board of HSMNA also 
arranged for a tree expert to explain simple ways people can 
ensure the health of trees on their property. 
Scott Dahlberg, a specialist with Moore Tree Care, gave the 
crowd pointers on planting and the care and feeding of trees, 
particularly young trees. He advised residents to: 

· Make sure the tree's natural root flare is exposed before 
planting the tree.  Tree should  “flare”  not  stick  like a  pole. �

 (WARNING: Concern for “root 
flare” could� become an 
obsessive compulsive disorder!)�

· Selectively remove any 
girdling — choking roots 
growing around the trunk — 
roots that will cause restriction 
now or in the future.�

· Dig the hole 2-3 times wider �

 than the root ball to loosen and aerate the surrounding soil.  
· Jagged edges around the hole are better than smooth 

edges that might act as a wall or barrier to developing roots.�

· The depth of the hole will be determined by the height of the 
tree's natural root flare. The root flare should be about 2 
inches above soil grade upon completion of planting.�

· Do not back fill the hole with gravel or a different type of soil 
such as sand because this can lead to drainage problems.�

· Unfortunately, there is not a formula for watering. Over-
watering is often more of a problem we see than under-
watering.�

· Provide a slow, deep soaking of the surrounding soil upon 
completion of planting. Monitor the moisture in the soil for 
the next few weeks and months. We recommend using a 
probe to determine the amount of moisture in the soil during 
the next few weeks and months. If the soil is dry, provide 
another slow, deep soaking. If the soil is wet or saturated 
with water, do not water. Constantly soaked soil becomes 
anaerobic and leads to root suffocation and decay. 
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Every year thousands of 
Crepe Myrtles are ruined by 
improper pruning. The 
practice of topping Crepe 
Myrtles is a waste of 
money, man hours and 
ruins the natural beauty and 
shape of this great tree . 
Additionally, it weakens the 
tree thus making it more 
susceptible to a whole list of 
other insect and disease 
problems. 

Proper pruning consists of 
r e m o v i n g  d e a d w o o d , 
conflicting branches, minor 
c a n e s  a n d  s u c k e r s . 
Additionally, selective lifting of 
low growing tips and thinning 
of the canopy may be 
appropriate.

A Hole On the Block, A Hole in Our Heart

On the morning of Friday, November 14th, I received word from a neighbor that the bulldozers were 
at the house, ready to tear it down.  It’s been a terrible eye sore for the last 3 years.  My first reaction 
was “Finally!”  Then I was disappointed that I couldn’t leave work to be there with other neighbors as 
they watched it happen – something many of us on our street had been wishing for all this time! 

Then I felt a letdown.  It must have been a beautiful house at one time – a home for who knows how 
many people over the last 80 years.  It was built as a duplex, probably housing young men or 
women working near or in downtown while it still had dirt roads, maybe single, or maybe young 
couples starting their lives together.   But the walls holding those memories are gone now.  When I 
saw the demolition photo sent by my neighbor from her iPhone, I cried a little. 

How sad that the owner wasn’t able to keep the house in good repair, or that she couldn’t follow 
through with her dream of fixing it up, leaving it to fall further into disrepair.  It doesn’t even matter 
what the reasons were, only that it happened, leaving those of us on Newell Avenue and 
surrounding streets to suffer not only with the sight of it, but the ramifications of our property values 
because of it. 

Newell Avenue now has its’ first “tear down” under its belt.  Not something to cheer about.  We have 
no idea how long this now vacant lot will be left alone.  From what we understand, the house is not 
yet in foreclosure.  What happens to the lot is still up to the owner – and the bank – and the City.  
Several people have made offers to buy the house over the last few years, but none were accepted.  
It could be awhile before we see anything happen on the now vacant lot. 

I went home Friday afternoon prepared for the sight.  My husband and a couple of neighbors were in 
front of our house talking about the events of the day.  My emotions came over me again as I saw 
the almost-cleared lot.  The bulldozer operator was shutting down for the day.  It was an eerie 
feeling for me.  A bit of our history is gone.  You can’t rebuild a 1926 home.  But someday someone 
will build on the lot.  We hope that it will integrate well with the existing homes. 

Ours is truly a “neighborhood”.  We know each other, and watch out for each other.  We’re “front 
yard folks”, saying “Hi” to all who walk by.  We borrow tools, ladders, cups of sugar, eggs – whatever 
we need from each other.  When there is a loss, we all feel it.  While everyone who passes by  
expresses relief the house is finally gone, there remains a tiny hole in the heart of Newell Avenue.

Happy New Year!  Most of us are truly hoping that t his year brings much change and happiness 
for the country as a whole.  With a new president i n the White House and the economy in its worst 
shape in decades, I hope that when December rolls a round, we will be able to look back and 
realize this was just a bump in the road, or a dece nt sized pothole if you prefer.  All kidding aside,  
it may take a good part of this year for the housin g market to start showing real signs of recovery.   

The market has remained unchanged from my previous update.  And, when you revisit the 
numbers from the whole year, the year over year com parison numbers remained 
consistent:  number of sales was down slightly year  over year, yet the price/square foot held 
firm or increased slightly year over year .  There were 4 sales in the fourth quarter of 2008 , and 
one in pending status, down from 7 solds in 2007.  Price per square foot was $182.32  in the 
fourth quarter of ’08, up from $172.54 in ’07.   An d, there are currently 14 houses on the market 
which is consistent with average inventory levels f or the last 24 months.  

We will be keeping a close eye on the early spring numbers as they will hopefully demonstrate that 
the market is beginning to rebound.   

The cold air will be with us for a few more months,  so keep these things in mind around the 
house:  

· To save money on your electric bills, consider purchasing a programmable thermostat that 
allows you to schedule the heater to turn off when you are not at home and start back up just 
before you get home from work.  

· Water your lawn .  Even though it’s dormant, 
your lawn still needs water which provides an 
insulation barrier to protect from freezing 
temperatures and helps to maintain strong root 
systems.  

· Bring the fury family members in at 
night .  Even if just on an enclosed porch, 
animals are better protected from wind chill and 
extremely low temperatures.
