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A Daytime Curfew for Dallas?

The city of Dallas is considering passing an
amendment to the nighttime curfew ordinance that
would make it illegal for children under 17 to be in
public during daytime hours from 9 a.m. to 2:30 p.m.
If the ordinance passes children can be cited with a
fine up to $500. Business owners who have children
on their property during these hours are also liable to
be fined up to $500 per child, per violation.

The idea behind proposing criminal penalties on
children from ages 10 to 16 is that it will cut down on
truancy and thus daytime burglaries. Children
account for only 6% of the arrests in Dallas

The law currently allows officers to pick up truants
and return them to school. If the daytime curfew
ordinance passes officers have the right to take a
child to school or take them into custody and issue a
citation. If the child throws away the citation, the next
step is a bench warrant for their arrest.

The proposed ordinance does not make exceptions
or exclude private schooled children, children on
work studies, performing community service or
children who are visiting Dallas from other ISD’s. It
provides only for “defenses to prosecution”. That
means, your child can be cited and you will have to
prove your defense (i.e. privately schooled) to a
judge. You will have to appear in court.

The first of two public hearings was held on March
25. A large contingent of parents opposing the
ordinance was present. Councilwoman Angela
Hunt opposed the ordinance saying that men
commit most daytime crime. “ Why don’t we pass

a curfew against men?” she said. There was a
thunderous round of applause from the audience.

The proposed ordinance unduly burdens parents in a
struggling economy. It unfairly burdens small
business owners and effectively turns them into
truancy officers. It erodes parental rights and civil
liberties and curfew ordinances have been found, in
the long run to be ineffective.

The next and final public hearing on this issue is
April 22 ™. At this time the council, which is heavily
weighted in favor of the ordinance, will vote. If you
have strong feelings about the ordinance please
exercise your civil right to contact the Mayor and

the city council members and make your opinion
known.

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Is Your Pet Overweight?

Obesity in pets is a serious health risk in our household cats and dogs.
We offer them a life of luxury, quality food sources, and limited exercise.
Most indoor cats are overweight, and many dogs are obese after age 2.

Your cat or dog should have an “hourglass” shape when viewed down the
back from above. Both cats and dogs should have an abdominal tuck --
a waist when viewed from the side. You should be able to easily feel
their ribs under their skin, but not be able to see them. Your vet can help
you decide if they are at an ideal body condition if you are not certain.

So, what should you do if you have looked at your pet and decided they are overweight? First, the
diet should be examined. Cats do better on a high protein “Atkins-like” diet. They will be satiated
and often naturally lose weight on these diets. Quality canned diets are generally more protein rich
than dry. Dogs do not need as high of levels of proteins, and lose weight more easily on a calorie
restricted diet. Many times, just reducing food intake by 10-15% will result in the gradual weight loss
needed.

Exercise will increase lean muscle mass and more calorie consumption. Dogs enjoy being active
with you on walks, runs, and playing fetch. Just increase their activity level gradually — weekend
warriors are more prone to injuries. Cats can improve activity levels with toys, laser pointers, moving
food to high locations, or adding another cat.

If your pet is tired all the time or has a dull coat, you may want to check with your veterinarian for an
underlying medical condition causing obesity — or as a result of obesity.

Obesity in pets leads to an increased incidence of diabetes, heart disease, arthritis, orthopedic
injuries, and a shortened life expectancy. So, get motivated and get your pet fit!

In the
spirit of full disclosure, let me state for the rec ord that | am the dedicated owner of an American
Pit Bull Terrier and can personally attest to their positive attributes, individually and as a
breed. As aresult, | can't sit silent and allow o ne breed of dog to be vilified (yet again) in order
to satiate the media fueled frenzy that is sweeping this country. Please hearken back to the
1970s and the supposed villainous tendency of the D oberman Pinscher to turn on its owner.
Who among us hasn’t crossed the street to avoid the oncoming Rottweiler after one too many
viewings of The Omen .

Mos t bad dogs are created by their dreadful

owners through lack of socialization, neglect, crue Ity and in the worst of cases — intentional

training for violent purposes. Instead of targeti ng dog breeds for persecution, let's hunt down

and shut down the cruel and despicable monsters who think it's a good idea to turn a puppy

into a weapon.

The tag (scribble) has been around since the late s ixties. It is one of the earliest forms of modern
urban graffiti and in my opinion now one of the laz iest. Itis to graffiti as tweets are to prose.

While graffiti has elevated to an art form as exemp lified by these three
examples for San Francisco allies, tags have langui shed into a territorial
marking symbol. In tagging’s most harmless f orm it is used for an
individual to spread an individualized signature
for notoriety. In its more harmful expression it is
a warning to other groups that an area belongs
to a particular group, sometimes gangs,
sometimes just kids wanting to have a little
something more than they have today. But
whatever the reason these tags are springing up

throughout our neighborhood. The highest concentra tion

seems to be on main thoroughfares into Lindsley Par k

(Lindsley, Santa Fe, Tenison Memorial). Common ta rgets
are city, utility and government structures, such a s city trash containers, city
traffic signs, telephone poles, telephone junction boxes and US mailboxes.
When taken simply as urban trappings or even as qua int signs of a diverse
neighborhood, tags can be easily overlooked for big ger issues. After all we have a
neighborly environment to watch after and nourish, speeding cars to slowdown,
crime to stop and architectural integrity to mainta in. Yet when these tags are
taken as “broken windows” and we all focus on clean ing them up | believe they
provide us with the opportunity to aide all of our worthwhile bigger issues.
There is an urban crime prevention theory that has gained ground in some major
cities called The Broken Windows Theory. The theor y was published in an article
titled "Broken Windows" in 1982 and later turned in to a book titled  Fixing Broken
Windows: Restoring Order _and Reducing Crime in_Our Communities by
George L. Kelling and Catherine Coles, published in 1996. The following excerpt
provides some insight into the theory's basic princ iple.
“A successful strategy for preventing vandalism, sa y the book’s authors, is to fix the problems
when they are small. Repair the broken windows with in a short time  , say, a day or a week,
and the tendency is that vandals are much less like ly to break more windows or do further
damage. Clean up the sidewalk every day, and the te ndency is for litter not to accumulate (or for
the rate of littering to be much less).”
In speaking with our ENP officer about this theory and its application to the tagging in our
neighborhood, he agreed that it is a good focus of our time to clean up as much of it as we can. He
stated that it would  send a clear message that we, as a neighborhood are watching and that
we care about what is happening
Broken Windows Theory in its original form is consi dered by many to be a conservative approach
to crime prevention. Clearly the idea here is not to implement the somewhat draconian police
efforts that are put forth in the complete theory, as was done in New York City. The idea is for
the neighborhood to work together to clean up these tags that mare our public places and in
some cases our private property. By ignoring these tags we are condoning the increased

competition that seems to be growing between these groups or individuals. Watching tagging
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activity over the past couple of weeks it is clear that
taggers are starting to mark over each other’s tags

as if the vandals are staking clam to our streets.

A good and easy place to start is to clean up your
trash and recycling bins. The Ace Hardware Store

has several effective graffiti removal products. Y ou
can use something as simple as Ace Lacquer
Thinner (High Strength) or specific removal
products like Klean-Stripe, Graffiti Remover.
Either product is effective for removing tags from
your trash/recycling bins and you can do this once

a week if you need to. Once | started cleaning bot h
our house and trash bins as soon as they were
tagged, the tagging stopped. It seems likely the
sooner we all start cleaning the property around

us the sooner the tagging activity will subside

Other measure could easily be the topic of one of

our future neighborhood meetings where we can
invite both our ENP and other city service staff to
inform us about the options that we have available

to us as a neighborhood to clean up our street
signs, our utility poles, our junction boxes and ou r
post boxes. Working together and with the city we

can send a clear message that we do care about
our common property and that we do not want to

be tagged any longer.

There is no “Away”

Think, for a minute, if there were no regular trash pick-up.
What would you do with all those banana peels and hairspray
cans? What if you couldn’t throw anything away?

Well, you can’t now. All you can do, when you throw things away, is to put some distance
between them and yourself — just get it all out of sight. The stuff is still there, piling up higher,
wider, and deeper in ever expanding landfills.

This country is so big, and there has always been so much room, that Americans never had to
give much thought to the choices they made and their effects on the environment. But in the
last few years, the drumbeat has been getting louder and more insistent — we’ve got to change
our ways . And to help people adjust to different ways of living, some very creative solutions
are coming on, like the Eden Project, which is an interactive biosphere/learning center in
England.

The Eden Project grew out of a conviction in the late 1990’s that the Millennium needed to be
more than just a change of the calendar; it needed to explore new realities for the new era.
Visitors, particularly school children, flock to the complex which re-creates a rainforest, a
prairie, a desert, and a jungle, and helps people understand how interconnected natural
systems are, and that every action impacts something or someone. The biospheres were built
in an abandoned gravel pit in Cornwall, to make the point that degraded environments can be
reclaimed. Everything about the place is open-minded, challenging, and innovative - their
trolley operates on biofuel, their coffee is free-trade and organic, and their plastic cups are
biodegradable.

Creative discussion on every aspect of living is encouraged, whether it is building materials,
medicines, or village life in Africa. The hemp family, for instance, got a bad rap because one
variety of it is psychoactive — and people smoke it as marijuana. But industrial hemp can be
used for clothing, building materials, and even car components. It is easy to grow, and takes a
tiny fraction of the pesticides necessary to grow cotton. In fact, one “grow your own hemp”
housing project in South Africa reduced its CO2 emissions by 90%. Hemp, which used to be
made into rope, was replaced by plastic and nylon, but those materials don’t break down, and
as oil prices rise, they become much more expensive. Bamboo is an incredibly inexpensive
and resilient building material. In an earthquake, buildings made of concrete collapse into
rubble, while those made with bamboo remain standing. Most of the garbage we've been
throwing away, from orange peels to acorns, can be converted into biomass and used for fuel.

And — there’s a big movement, lead by Michelle Obama, to grow food in our own gardens and
not only get better nutrition for lower costs, but reduce the huge cost of growing, transporting,
and distributing fresh produce . Give this some thought. What would prevent us from creating
a community garden along the creek banks, across from Lindsley Park, where the public
housing used to be?

We can do it. We can change.

The spring air certainly has a way of putting a smile on o ur faces and changing our outlook on life. | thought t
would be a great time to share some encouraging news that t he housing market is starting to show some signs of
new life. Here are a few excerpts from the National Homeowner ship Survey conducted by Move, Inc for the

National Association of Realtors in March, 2009.

On Home Ownership

One in five Americans plan to buy a home despite economic condi tions. 23% of adults plan to purchase a home in
the next five years, and more than half of them (53.5%) a re first time homebuyers.

Despite today's challenging market conditions, 18.1% of adu Its plan to buy a home this year to take advantage of
the $8,000 tax credit recently passed by Congress in the admin istration's economic stimulus package.

"It's not all doom and gloom. We found Americans are op timistic about homeownership despite concerns,” said
Move, Inc., CEO Steve Berkowitz. "They're doing everything they can, from reducing discretionary spending to pay
their mortgages, to planning to take advantage of the adm inistration's new program to stop foreclosures. They're

also working with lenders to modify loans.”

Pent Up Demand Increasing

The Move survey found the housing downturn, now entering its third year, has created significant demand for
homeownership especially among first-time homebuyers. Over half of those planning to buy in 2009 are first-time
homebuyers (53.5%). By comparison, 41% percent of homebuyers in 2008 were first-time homebuyers, according
to the National Association of Realtors.

While 18.1% of first time homebuyers do plan to buy this year to take advantage of the $8,000 tax credit, nearly
half (47.6%) said they didn't know about the credit and 29.3% said it wasn't large enough for them to act right
now. Potential homebuyers with higher incomes are more intere sted in the tax credit than those in lower income
brackets, as 43.4% of first-time buyers earning $50,000 or more say they plan to use the tax credit.

Changing Views of Homeownership

The Move survey uncovered changing attitudes towards owning a home. About two-thirds (62.5%) now consider
their home primarily a place to live as opposed to an investmen t.

Message to Washington: Fix the Economy

The overall economy is by far the most pressing issue on the domes tic agenda in the opinion of Americans (51.8%)
and it was the first choice of survey participants to be th e top priority for both the President and Congress.
Americans believe that cracking down on mortgage fraud (56.9% ), lower interest rates (51.6%) and giving first time
home buyers tax breaks as incentives to buy (43.5%) are the to p three solutions that would have the most impact
in stabilizing the housing market. Opinion is split over wh ether the government is doing enough to stabilize the
housing market, with 46.2% indicating "yes" and 43.8% in dicating "no".

We are realizing the effects of all of these changes right here in our neighborhood. Our open house activity is very
strong, with lots of first time buyers signing in and askin g questions about financing and federal government
incentives. And, we are feeling the pent up demand as our list ing traffic is up significantly in the last 45 days.
Sellers are realizing it's a great time to capture new homebuyer s in the market and take advantage of extremely
low interest rates themselves. Hollywood/Santa Monica has 26 a ctive houses on the market at the time this
article was written. That is a significant change, considerin g we have been averaging around 15 active homes on

the market at any given time for the last two years!

Now, that's a fresh outlook! Enjoy your spring!
